the radius is less than 900mm.

 — Fix ceiling framing at 300mm maximum 
centres for installation of curveshield.

 — Ensure that the radius on the convex side is not 
too tight for the corresponding concave side.

 — Stagger recessed edges and butt joints 
by 200mm minimum between layers.

 — Curve plasterboard along the short edge 
(widthways for tighter radii and easier jointing).

Recommendations

 — Use Siniat flexible track for framing 
curved walls or ceilings.

 — Avoid joints parallel to studs in the curved section.

 — Only the face layer needs to be jointed.

 — The minimum curve radius is 
determined by the concave side.

 — Use a minimum of two layers of curveshield
